UB Bulls Head Coach to Speak at Buffalo Rotary
Public is invited to meet and greet on June 16

(June 5, 2011 - Buffalo, NY) — The public is invited to meet and ask questions of Jeff Quinn, head coach of 
the University at Buffalo Bulls football program, on June 16 at 12:15 p.m. at Templeton Landing (2 Templeton Terrace, Buffalo). Quinn is in his second season as the Bulls’ dynamic head coach and will talk about “Building and Developing a Championship Culture at UB” as the guest speaker of the Rotary Club of Buffalo’s weekly luncheon series. 
“To have the opportunity to meet and answer questions from Bulls fans off the field is a great treat and one that 
I warmly embrace,” said Coach Quinn. “I look forward to speaking at Buffalo Rotary and invite the public to join in the conversation as we work together in building a winning culture at UB and Western New York at large." 
Quinn was introduced as the Bulls’ 24th head coach on December 22, 2009. In his first season, the Bulls finished 2-10 with a 1-7 mark in MAC play. Despite the record, the Bulls boasted one of their best defenses in their Division I history. Quinn had produced record-breaking offenses throughout his 27-year college coaching tenure and won conference and national championships at his last three stops, including five conference crowns in his previous eight seasons. He joined the Bulls after serving as offensive coordinator and offensive line coach at the University of Cincinnati, where Quinn helped the Bearcats compile a 33-6 record, including a 12-0 record in 2009 and a national No. 4 ranking heading into the Sugar Bowl meeting with defending national champion Florida. (Quinn’s biography follows this release.)

BIOGRAPHY OF UNIVERSITY AT BUFFALO BULLS HEAD COACH JEFF QUINN
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Jeff Quinn is in his second season at the helm of the University at Buffalo football program. 
The Bulls finished 2-10 in his first season, with a 1-7 mark in MAC play. Despite the record, the Bulls boasted one of their best defenses in their Division I history, as defensive backs Davonte Shannon and Domonic Cook earned All-MAC First Team honors while linebacker Khalil Mack was named to Phil Steele’s 2010 Postseason All-Freshman Team.

Quinn was introduced as the Bulls’ 24th head coach by Director of Athletics Warde Manuel 
on December 22, 2009. Quinn had produced record-breaking offenses throughout his 27-year college coaching tenure and won conference and national championships at his last three stops, including five conference crowns in his previous eight seasons.

Manuel was elated to welcome Quinn and looked forward to continued growth of the program. “We have proven that this program can win championships and with Coach Quinn’s pedigree and track record of success, that should become an annual expectation for our football team,” said Manuel. “I believe that we have hired one of the sharpest offensive minds in all of college football and someone who will bring great excitement to our program. Coach Quinn has proven himself as an outstanding recruiter both nationally and within the Mid-American Conference. He has coached and won at every level and truly cares about the development of student-athletes as young men and football players. For all these reasons and more, I am anxious to see what the next chapter of UB football brings.”

As offensive coordinator and offensive line coach at the University of Cincinnati from 2007-2009, Quinn helped the Bearcats compile a 33-6 record, including a 12-0 record in 2009 and a national No. 4 ranking heading into the Sugar Bowl meeting with defending national champion Florida. In 2009 Cincinnati led the nation in passing efficiency (166.19), despite using five different quarterbacks through the course of the season, and set numerous school records, including those for wins (12), road wins (6), consecutive regular season wins (18), points (495), passing yards (3,844), fewest fumbles (10) and fewest turnovers (10). Quinn was named one of five finalists for the 2009 Broyles Award, which is given to the nation’s top college assistant football coach.

No stranger to the Mid-American Conference and its recruiting footprint, Quinn served as associate head coach and offensive coordinator at Central Michigan prior to his stint at Cincinnati and helped lead the Chippewas to the 2006 MAC title. He served as interim head coach for Central Michigan’s 31-14 victory over Middle Tennessee in the 2006 Motor City Bowl. Quinn arrived at Central Michigan in 2004 after 15 seasons at Grand Valley State, where he was part of the staff that led the Lakers to back-to-back national championships in 2002 and 2003. The 2001 Laker offense averaged 600.8 yards and set an NCAA record by averaging 58.4 points per game.

During his career, Quinn has coached 12 offensive linemen who have played in the professional ranks, including first, fourth, fifth, and seventh round NFL Draft choices, as well as 22 players who have earned All-America status. In 2008 Quinn mentored Offensive Guard Trevor Canfield, who was an Associated Press Second-Team All-America selection, the first University of Cincinnati offensive lineman to earn a spot on the AP team since Bill Shalosky in 1952.

Quinn is a 1984 graduate of Elmhurst College, where he was a two-sport standout in football and wrestling. He was twice named Student-Athlete of the Year at Elmhurst and was inducted into Elmhurst’s Athletic Hall of Fame in 1993. Quinn earned a master of arts degree from DePauw University in 1986 and an educational leadership master’s degree endorsement from Grand Valley State University in 2000. He and his wife Shannon have two sons, Kyle and Ryan.
