Andol just back from White House jobs creation panel discussion

of the Made In America Store in Elma, on November 23 from 12:30 p.m.-1:30 p.m. at Templeton Landing

Andol is just back from Washington, D.C., and a White House-sponsored panel discussion aimed at helping U.S. businesses hurt by foreign competition. A welder by trade, Andol owns General Welding & Fabricating, a manufacturing company in Elma that lost 
$3 million in sales to China. He has been forced to close two of his four plants and lay off nearly half of his workforce. In April 2010, he opened the Made In America Store, touted as the only brick-and-mortar retail outlet in the country that sells 100% American-made products, right down to the packaging. Since opening, the store has received international media attention, including from Japan, South Korea, and Russia. In September, the store unveiled a new 1,100 square-foot addition and now offers 3,500 USA-made products.
